In recent years, audiences of Jacobson’s
Talk Cinema series have previewed such wide-ranging films as Borat!, Sideways,
Brokeback Mountain, Bend It Like Beckham, My Big Fat Greek Wedding, Super
Size Me and Antwone Fisher. Filmmakers who have appeared include Richard
Eyre (Iris), Stanley Tucci (Joe Gould's Secret), John Turturro (Illuminated), John
Sayles (Sunshine State) and Paul Schrader (Auto Focus).

All screenings are held on Tuesdays at 7 p.m. Upcoming dates are Dec.
16, Jan. 20, Feb. 10, Mar. 10, Apr. 28 and May 12.
